o Students of MTAC teachers may enter the festival in more than one discipline, but will
be required to include separate entry fees and applications for each performance.
Teachers, please collect fees from students and include one check only, made out to
SCVMTAC, with your studio packet (list of students). Since there is a limited amount
of time for the festival, students are accepted on a first-sign-up basis. If too many
applicants sign-up, teachers will be notified and money will be returned. It will be a
first sign-up basis. There is also a ten (10) student limit per studio. Extra entries can
be submitted and will be used as space and time permits once other teachers have
opportunity. Please number your extra entries in order of preference.

* DRESS CODE: Concert Dress is required for performance in the Festival.

> GIRLS: Dress or skirt and top. Dress or skirt length should be long enough to cover
upper legs when standing, sitting or bending over to adjust piano bench. Tights may
be worn under dresses or skirts. When in doubt, longer is better. Shoes must be
appropriate for pedaling and walking up steps.

> BOYS: Dress slacks, dress shoes, collared shirt and tie. Suits are also acceptable

> BOYS AND GIRLS: No jeans, athletic shoes or flip-flops. Clothing should be dressy
rather than casual. In general, dress should not detract from the performance.

> Students dressed inappropriately will not be allowed to perform.
